CONTRACT SPECIFICATIONS

6. Description of the contract

Subject of this contract is heavy maintenance of I B Category state road Sombor - Bezdan. The works shall include improvement of the existing carriageway and construction of new carriageway based on relevant traffic load so that this carriageway may bear forecasted axle load of at least 8 t per axle. Outside the settlements, the carriageway 6.50 m wide and with design speed of 80 km/h, and shoulders 1.0 m wide, shall be constructed according to the technical documentation.

The existing drainage system shall be retained and improved. Channels shall be deepened, if necessary, and foreseen for locations where they do not exist. In accordance with the drainage method, the existing two-sided cross-fall shall be retained. Under vehicular entrances and junctions the pipe culverts shall be placed, so that the continuity of the channel along the road route could be established.

8. Eligibility and rules of origin

Participation is open to all natural persons who are nationals of and legal persons (participating either individually or in a grouping – consortium - of tenderers) which are effectively established in a  Member State of the European Union or in a eligible country or territory  as defined under the Regulation (EU) N°236/2014 establishing common rules and procedures for the implementation of the Union's instruments for external action (CIR) for the applicable Instrument under which the contract is financed (see also heading 22 below) . Participation is also open to international organisations. All supplies under this contract must originate in one or more of these countries. However, they may originate from any country when  the amount of the supplies to be purchased is below 100, 000 euros per purchased
9. Grounds for exclusion

Tenderers must submit a signed declaration, included in the Tender Form for a Works Contract, to the effect that they are not in any of the situations listed in point 2.3.3 of the Practical Guide.
10. Number of tenders

Tenderers may submit only one tender. Tenders for parts of tender will not be considered. Tenderers may not submit a tender for a variant solution in addition to their tender for the works required in the tender dossier.
11. Tender guarantee

Tenderers must provide a tender guarantee of 10.000 euro when submitting their tender (or RSD and applicable exchange rate is Inforeuro exchange rate from May 2018). This guarantee will be released to unsuccessful tenderers once the tender procedure has been completed and to the successful tenderer upon signature of the contract by all parties.

12. Performance guarantee

The successful tenderer will be asked to provide a performance guarantee of 5% of the amount of the contract at the signing of the contract. This guarantee must be provided together with the return of the countersigned contract no later than 30 days after the tenderer receives the contract signed by the Contracting Authority. If the selected tenderer fails to provide such a guarantee within this period, the contract will be void and a new contract may be drawn up and sent to the tenderer which has submitted the next cheapest compliant tender.

14. Tender validity

Tenders must remain valid for a period of 90 days after the deadline for submission of tenders. In exceptional circumstances, the Contracting Authority may, before the validity period expires, request that tenderers extend the validity of tenders for a specific period.

SELECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA

16. Selection criteria
If a tender is submitted by a consortium, unless specified, the selection criteria will be applied to the consortium as a whole.

Economic and financial capacity of candidate:

a) average annual turnover of the tenderer in the last three years for which account have been closed must be at least 2.100.000,00 EUR

b) The tenderer must have access to sufficient credit and other financial facilities to cover the required cash flow for the duration of the contract. In any case, the amount of credit available must exceed the equivalent of financial offer of tenderer. The credit amounts in euro must be provided by recognized banks and must be designated specifically for the project.

c) Tenderer has not been insolvent (blocked bank account) for more than 1 day in last 3 years in case of consortium this criteria applies to all members

Technical and professional capacity of candidate:

a) it must have completed at least one projects of the same nature/amount/complexity as the works concerned by the tender and implemented during the following period: 5 years from the submission deadline, please specify the dates. The Contracting Authority reserves the right to ask for copies of certificates of final acceptance signed by the supervisors/contracting authority of the projects concerned. 

This means that the project the tenderer refers to could have been started/implemented/completed at any time during the indicated period but it does not necessarily have to be started and completed during that period, nor implemented during the entire period. “Completed” is to be interpreted as “Taking over/Provisional Acceptance” or “Performance Certificate” issued for construction contracts. Copies (with translation to English) of the respective certificates, signed by the Supervisor/Contracting Authority/Employer of the projects concerned must be submitted. These documents shall clearly demonstrate the compliance of the presented references with the above criteria. The Contracting Authority reserves the right to check the accuracy and validity of the information given by the tenderers in relation to reference projects.
b) Tenderer is required to have ISO 9001 and ISO 14001 and ISO 18001 certification or equivalent related to works required. In case of joint venture/consortium this should apply for one member of joint venture/consortium for the works .
c) To have a license I131G2  - carrying out works on roads, issued by the competent Ministry or equivalent - in line with legislation of Republic of Serbia
d) To own or have lease/right to use asphalt base at distances up to 100 km from the place of works. Asphalt base must to have usage/operation permit.
Key personnel – at a minimum, the following key personnel (Form 4.6.1.2 and Form 4.6.1.3) should be committed from the tenderer to the successful achievement of this contract:

e) Tenderer is required to have at least two employed Civil Engineers with licences for road construction. Licences need to be to be valid in according with legislative of Republic of Serbia.

The most economically advantageous tender is the technically compliant tender with the lowest price.
